A Note from the Bursar

This is a note on how you can make your giving to the Community and the College more effective and we provide a few alternative ways to give.

1. Gift Aid

· Thank you to all of you who have filled in Gift Aid Declarations for the Community (CR) and/or the College (COR). If you pay tax and have not filled in a declaration please contact the Bursars (details at the end of this article). 
If you have a Gift Aid Declaration in place and send a donation by post, please mention this in your letter or note. It will help the Bursar ensure that all your donations are declared.

2. Just Giving

· The Community now has a space on the Just Giving Website. The address is www.justgiving.com.
To access the Community page, type in “Community of the Resurrection” under “Search for a Charity”. When the results come up, go onto page 2 and search down for the Community.
You can donate by debit or credit card and Just Giving claim the Gift Aid on a monthly basis for CR. You can set up individual Fundraising pages under the CR Section. If you would like to raise money for a specific project like Zimbabwe, set up a page and email your friends with the details.

If you are overseas and usually send cheque donations, please consider giving through this website. It costs CR £5 every time we pay a foreign cheque into the bank. 

If you donate via credit or debit card, the fees to CR will be lower and you will get an extremely good exchange rate from the credit card company.

3. Giving by Standing Order

· Thank you to all of you who give by Standing Order. This gives the Community and the College a regular income and helps when budgeting and paying bills on a monthly basis. Please consider giving by standing order as it really does help in the smooth running of the Mirfield finances.

The costs of the Community are steadily increasing, especially with the price of fuel. Please consider reviewing your giving. If you could increase your donations even if only by 50p per month it would be put to good use. 

However, we do understand that everybody’s living costs are increasing. If you are no longer able to donate to the CR we fully understand.
4. A Legacy to the Community or College

· If you are able to leave a donation to the Community or College in your Will, please consider this course of action. Fifty per cent of adults in the UK do not have a will. The time to make one is now so you have control over where your assets are distributed.

It has to be said, however, that your giving, in many ways, is more effective if it is done on a regular basis through Gift Aided donations. The Gift Aid gives the Community and College extra income at no cost or effort on your part.
