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Companions live the baptismal vocation, issuing in works that are primarily of a public character.

The risen Christ depends on his Church to continue his work on earth. Companions of CR proclaim the death and resurrection of Christ not only in words, but in every aspect and action of their daily life. They take every opportunity, however great or small, to show God’s love and compassion to his world, and to work for justice and the coming of the kingdom.
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These three sets of commitments, which combine to express 

a modern Rule of Life,

should be reviewed,

and then renewed annually.

On 25 July 1892 the Anglican Community of the Resurrection – CR - came into being when the first six brethren, at the inspiration of Charles Gore, made profession in the Chapel of the Pusey House, Oxford. The Companions of the Community of the Resurrection are people who live away from the Community but share the Charism of the Community. 

A charism is a special gift from God, which enables a group of people to live and act in the way he requires in the particular way of life to which he calls them.
For the CR family this means

to live the baptismal vocation,

1. through a commitment to community life,

2. maintained by common worship,

3. and issuing in works that are primarily of a public character.

In baptism we begin a new way of living.

· we die to sin, to ourselves and to all that is ‘death dealing’. We are buried with Christ.

· But we are also raised with Christ – we live in him, and freely accept all that is ‘life–giving’.

As beloved children of God therefore, our baptismal vocation is to be citizens of God’s world and God’s kingdom, and to seek his kingdom here on earth as it is in heaven.




Companions live the baptismal vocation

through a commitment to community life

We all live in – or have a connection with - a variety of communities. Companions make a considered decision about the level of commitment they are able to give to each community to which they belong. They 

Identify

the communities to which they belong – family, Church, global, neighbours, work, social contacts, the CR family, etc. – and consider the ways they are committed to each of them. 

Ask 

themselves if that level of commitment is still appropriate. 

Consider

the balance in which they hold them, and where necessary, make adjustments. 

Pray

regularly for their communities. In particular, they support the CR family by using the CR Intercession leaflet, and by making the Community and its Companions their special intention at the Eucharist once a month.

Relationships are at the heart of the Christian Faith – 

and of the life of prayer. Companions commit themselves to corporate and private prayer because they recognise that they are interdependent and mutually enriching.
